Such operation is required to be international, non mandatory and neutral, in order to maintain its
global effect and justice. Nonetheless, during the cold war, the peacekeeping operations of the UN
were greatly restrained by the two camps’ confrontation in quantities, scales and mandates, for the
Security Council nearly stopped working. However, the quantities and scales of peacekeeping has
been sharply increased since the end of the cold war, adding various new type of means apart from
military though consuming larger and larger expenses.

In my point of view, the operation is actually constrained by so many factors that it surely
can’t play an essential role on the world stage. Meanwhile, as China has gradually become more
and more active in this operation, big powers should calmly treat it as not only a means of
maintaining world peace but also chances to show national image, and thus their devotion can

benefit themselves as well as the world peace.

Trade Enforcement Unit Cannot Save American Manufacturing Industry

When U.S. and China have trade disputes from time to time, the U.S. President Barack
Obama announced that he would build a new Trade Enforcement Unit which aims to enhance the
Administration’s capabilities to aggressively challenge unfair trade practices under international
and domestic trade rules. Eventually, the American manufacturing industry will be robust again.

The announcement also mentioned China 5 times and claimed this new unit focuses on
investigating unfair trade practices in China and other countries. The analysts generally argue that
the new unit is specializing dealing with China’s affairs.

It is reasonable for policy makers to do so, especially when the global economy suffered from
subprime mortgage crisis and the western countries, especially the U.S., are trying to
reindustrialize its economy.

And particularly, this year is the American election year. In order to win the voters, trade
protectionism and president candidates are often bound together.

For the lawyers in this country, it is absolutely good news. However, even if we didn’t
consider the high operation costs of this new unit, it is skeptical that Trade Enforcement Unit can
save American manufacturing industry.

It is well known that, war stimulated American economic growth. After WWI, the U.S.
changed from a debtor nation into a creditor nation. But the secretary of commerce Hoover, at that
time, paid no attention to the appeal to decrease its trade barriers and furthermore, he carried out
his new mercantilism policy which aimed to expand the export and increase employment, when he
was president. In 1930, Smoot-Hawley Tariffs was put into practice, which increased 50%
customs duties. But this kind of beggar-thy-neighbor policy cause trade exports to reduce 50%,
GDP down 30%, and increase unemployment rate 25%.

After WWII, the strategy industries in European countries lagged behind the American and
Japanese counterpart, which can be largely attributed to excessive European trade protectionism.

When we come back to American case, one of the classic case that trade protectionism ruins
the competitiveness of its industries is its steel industry. Since forcing Japan’s steel conglomerates
to limit its export to American market voluntarily in 1969, the measures that protect American
steel industry increase significantly. Until the end of 2002, the number of provisions that protect
its steel industry has accumulated to 179, which accounts for 58% of total protection provisions.

And many new trade protection measures are applied to the steel trade.

However, what are the actual effects of these protection measures? Have they improved the
technical innovation and productivity?

The answer is no. For instance, the American steel industry was the last one to choose
continuous steel casting method (advanced technology) compared to other major developed
countries. After trade protection, the American steel industry did not speed up its technological
progress. Only after 1991, the out-dated casting method had disappeared completely in the United
States of America.

Not only did the productivity not improve, but also investment efficiency was low. After
trade protection, this situation still did not change. According to the studies from Committee on
Industrial Productivity in MIT, American steel companies usually spend 4 or 5 years on building a
new Blast furnace while only 3 years for Japan’s counterpart. And the unit cost for new
production capacity is $1700, but other countries varied from $700 to $1500. The proportion of
steel industry in American economy dropped from the second in 1940 to the sixth in 1980. Now,
American steel industry has lagged behind the counterparts in China, Japan and Korea.

It is obvious that American trade protectionism did not bring a lot good fortune to its steel
industry. Therefore, it is very hard to infer that this new Trade Enforcement Unit can make much
contribution to many other American industries.

American manufacturing industry has been in trouble for a long time. The solution should
come from itself. But the implicit assumptions of all these measures are the Obama
Administration doesn’t make any mistake and the problems result from its trade partners’ unfair
trade practices. Therefore, if the U.S. government overemphasizes trade conflicts, it will make
domestic industries lose incentive to become more competitive.

Actually, this is not the first time that Obama Administration issues the measures to protect
its industries from the China’s counterpart.

As early as in 2006, United States Trade Representative launched a report: “U.S. Trade
Relations: Entering a New Phase of Greater Accountability and Enforcement”. In this report, the
department would form a special group to deal with China’s affairs. Its main tasks are to prepare
and tackle with the conflicts with China under WTO framework. This group incurred a lot of
attention from all sides. Because it is the first time that Obama Administration built a special
group to deal with the affairs from a certain country. What’s the result? It didn’t stop the declining
of American manufacturing and the rising of China’s counterpart.

Therefore, in my opinion, the new Trade Enforcement Unit cannot achieve its goal again.
