turned to another passer-by, who was an old man going to the same bank as us. He said that it was
the right direction but led us to ways which seemed more dangerous to us, such as somebody’s
backyard. At that time, we were so worried that we started to go back without telling them. The
old man noticed this, turned around abruptly and yelled at us “Are you afraid? Do you think I will
do bad things to you? The bank is only 3 minutes away.” We compromised. On the way, | dare not
to look at the man’s eyes because I knew that I had hurt his feelings badly. I even didn’t know how
to make apologies. After we had gotten money, we intended to take a taxi to go to the market. The
vendors still tried to convince us to buy their stuff. Before I got on the taxi, the vendor to whom |
had talked a lot begged me “Please buy some, you survive me.” His helplessness and the old
man’s anguish deeply hurt me. In the taxi, I definitely felt that I was connected to them.

During the rest of the trip, | learnt about Beads for life, which has helped many women in
Uganda to make livings by themselves. | was touched by screams and smiles of these women
when they got their first salary by making beads. They were no longer inferior to their husbands
and began to build up their confidence because it was them who provide their families. They have
achieved a totally different mindset because they are now empowered, which can serve as an
engine to start better lives. The starter of this program was just inspired by impulse and has done
what she could do. However, she has made great differences to those women in Uganda. Also | am
lucky to know Dian, the dancer who gave us the warrior dance on talent show. She gives fixed
hours back at her college to help younger students with their problems. She has created a series of
dances and given many performances to promote the peace and understanding between Tibet and
the rest part of China. Now she is doing a project about movement therapy to help children with
mental disabilities. She stays up late almost every day. She has strong-willed and self-motivated.
She wants to establish a new-modeled art school in undeveloped cities in China because she
knows how big influence a good teacher can be to encourage a student to insist his art dream. She
doesn’t think she is doing big things, she is just doing what she can do now.

That is the magic of this trip. I had always been told that you live only once and don’t let others
control your life.

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Trade Policy
Guo Xiaogiong®

When foreign goods enter the domestic market, they are often taxed by the local government.
The aim of taxing is to raise revenue for the government or to regulate the flow of the goods into
the country. And we call these taxes tariff. The tariff is usually intended to inflate prices of
imports and “protect” domestic industries from foreign competition.

However, after the WTO rules led to a reduction in tariff use, foreign goods are now
restricted by non-tariff barriers (NTB) to trade, which are not the usual form of a tariff but have
the effect of tariff. There are many different forms of NTB in the world. For instance, embargo,
voluntary emission reductions (VER), subsidy and boycott are several kinds of NTB.

Tariff and NTB are often thought as two main methods to restrict imports of it when we
mention protectionism. This policy creates barriers to foreign trade in order to maintain or nurture
the economic viability of domestic industries. Different from protectionism, strategic trade policy
is another policy to face the foreign trade but doesn’t use tariff or NTB. It emphasizes that the
state promotes certain export industries by providing government subsidies or other forms of
assistance, such as Japanese government’s support for its automobile industry and microelectronic
industry in the 1980s. In this way, domestic industries develop and gain competitive advantage

over foreign producers.

Different Views on Interdependence
Quan Xianmei**

With the development of globalization, there are more and more definitions created to reflect
this phenomenon.

“Interdependence” is used to describe a situation, where behaviors of one actor will make
effects on other actors, making other countries’ policies or development conditions “sensitive” and
“vulnerable”.

“Sensitivity” is a dimension of interdependence, which is used to describe how quick will

one actor change or be influenced when another brings about changes. And “vulnerability” is the

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other dimension of interdependence, which is used to describe how much one actor has to cost
because of effects which are made by other actors.

For example, In 1997 Southeast Financial Crisis, Thai baht was devalued, the currency
market of Malaysia, Philippines, Japan, Europe, even the United States were influenced. This is
the expression of “sensitivity” and “vulnerability”. However, due to differences on strength in
national economy, the United States and Japan could use reserves to reduce terrible effects. But
Malaysia had to fall into currency devaluation and economic recessions. It shows that Malaysia is
far more “vulnerable” and “fragile” than the United States and Japan.

Liberalists believe that interdependence is a favorable driving force for international
cooperation. There are demands between each other, for two sides can exchange through trade to
get much more revenue (Liberalists think nations concern with absolute gains). Through the trade,
it is convenient for each other to gain awareness and understanding. Consequently, it not only
promotes the cooperation, but also promotes harmony among countries, such as the European
integration.

However, realists believe that interdependence is a source of potential conflicts.
Interdependence is usually unequal, and unequal interdependence creates political power. The
country’s freedom will be restricted. As we know, nations focus on relative gains, when one actor
gets revenue less than others for many times, the sense of frustration and dissatisfaction will
increase. Nowadays, developed and developing countries are unequally interdependent. Moreover,
there was the highest degree of interdependence in trade between the France and Germany before

the World War I! This fact also supports the views of realists.

States’ Security Choices

According to realism, security dilemma is inevitable in a world where there is no supreme
authority or a world government. Actually, every state actor must take measures itself to ensure its
safety. Then the behavior to ally is one of the most widely-used choices in regard to guaranteeing
safety. Alliance is formalized by a written treaty that all actors combine their policies to increase
mutual security. Dated from history, alliance was commonly adopted by national states before
20th century. Here | take Japan as an example. When signing the alliance treaty with England in
1902, Japan could use the alliance to deal with or at least reduce the threat which comes from
Russia. The Japan-American alliance, which was set up after World War 11, also ensured Japan’s
security and enabled Japan to recover its damaged economy attentively. Finally Japan created the

swift economic legend.

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However, some newly independent countries take the opposing view of alliance, who
consider that an alliance will limit a state’s action and sometimes even be trapped into an
unnecessary war. They are in approval of non-alignment. China is just the representative. China
insists non-alignment foreign policy after the “Reform and Opening” in 1978. The policy turned to
be a wise decision which maintained China that free from being controlled and dragged by other
countries. Besides, non-alignment helps shape an even and fair image which makes it easy for
China to make friends with most of the countries.

In fact, either alliance or nonalignment has obvious disadvantages, so the collective security
may be just the comprising choice which strikes a better balance between isolation and
involvement. Collective security is an arrangement made by international community to oppose
together a threat from any states. Collective security is created in the context of World War | and
the system is guided by the principle that an act of aggression will be met by the combined
military power and coordinated measures from the rest. The League of Nations and the United
Nations are just the two important tries made by the international society up to now. As the
League of Nations, controlled by Britain and France, didn’t include the US and Soviet Union at
that time, finally collapsed during World War 11. After World War 11, 50 countries united together
to create the United Nations, which aims at maintaining the international peace and security as
well as promoting the international cooperation and development. With time passing by, the
United Nations is becoming an important role in resolving the regional disputes, such as the
peacekeeping troops in the Middle East and the Iran-Irag War.

Different times have specific way of ensuring safety and countries make rational choices
which vary from one to another. Developing its own military power or pursuing coalition,
maintaining balance of power or establishing a collective security system both are the choices. As
is known, the collective security system within the United Nations is the first and maybe the best

choice for most of the countries in the world today.
